For rabies control purposes the NJ Dept of Health and Senior Services recognizes the following durations of immunity for dogs 

and cats vaccinated with three year rabies vaccine.  
If your dog or cat is receiving its first vaccination then the rabies vaccine is good for one year.  

Please note your animal is not fully immunized against rabies until 28 days after the rabies vaccine has been administered.  
Please keep your pet indoors until this 28 day period has expired. 

After your pet has received the initial rabies vaccine, then next vaccination is good for three years. 
** Your dog must have a current rabies vaccination in order to be licensed in ANY municipality in NJ.
